	A completed application form.
Further Information To Be Supplied By Every Applicant
	A full report of the proposed digital technical solution in plain language describing licensing and transmission arrangement including linking, names of project partners and equipment schedule. The report will also need to include coverage projections for the digital broadcast area – in terms of both geography and potential audience.
	A report on simulcasting arrangements. This should include current analogue costs of transmission plus digital transmission costs; all relevant information as to timing, ie. date of digital switch on, date of analogue switch off, and a budget that shows how simulcast transmission will be funded.
	In the case of standalone solutions (ie. those not involving Kordia or JDA), evidence of approval from the Ministry of Economic Development’s Radio Spectrum Management (RSM) or an RSM Approved Radio Examiner will be required. In the case of standalone operators, normally only those transmitting from the same site as the Freeview service, or in close proximity to it, will be considered viable.
	In the case of broadband (only for applicants outside DTT extension coverage), detailed information on potential audience size, broadband speed, broadband uptake and accessibility in their region. The proposed solution should itemise capital items and ‘simulcasting’ costs.
	Evidence the applicant:
· is a digital licence holder, or has a written agreement with a licence holder permitting broadcast for a reasonable length of tenure
· has entered into a formal agreement with Freeview.

	A fully itemised budget for transition to digital broadcast with supplier quotes (preferably evidence of multiple competitive quotes). The budget should clearly indicate other sources of income for the project in addition to requested NZ On Air funds, if applicable.
